PART VIII. 
STORMWATER DISCHARGE COMPLIANCE AND WATER QUALITY STANDARDS 

General comments: 
We are pleased to see that the permit language includes requirements for developing a TMDL monitoring and assessment plan, and an associated  implementation plan that must be completed within the permit cycle.  Additionally, the permit includes a schedule for developing a supplemental SWMP (TMDL Implementation Plan) that when approved, shall be included as part of the revised permit requirements for the next permit cycle.  However, consistent with 40 CFR 122.44, the permit should include requirements that implement reduction measures consistent with the WLA (at least to the MEP) within the term of the permit.  Below are options for your consideration on how to supplement the current proposed requirements to achieve this:

1. If applicable, identify pollutant reduction requirements in the new permit that FDEP believes will achieve WLA, at least to MEP, during the term of the permit.
2. Require the MS4 to submit an Early implementation (action) plan that would identify an
 
initial set of measures or BMPs to address the pollutants of concern that will be implemented during the term of the permit while the monitoring/assessment and detailed implementation plan is being developed. Plan could consist of identification of measures/BMPs the MS4 is currently doing, above the baseline requirements, that show progress toward meeting the WLA (point to controls that are reducing pollutants consistent with applicableTMDL implementation maximizing reductions.) 

3. Shorten the schedule on pages 88-91 and include a requirement for the MS4 to implement pollution reductions measures outlined in the supplemental SWMP during the term of the permit. 
Other questions/comments:

Page 88, B.1.  “The requirements in this section apply to the all TMDLs that have been adopted by DEP for verified impaired waters as of the effective date of this permit.  These TMDLs will be listed in Chapter 62-304, F.A.C.”  

Q: Is there a subset of TMDLs that have been adopted that are not on the verified impaired waters list?

We suggest replacing the term “adopted” with “established” in the first paragraph of PART VIII.B. and in PART VIII.B.1.  Also, we suggest replacing the last sentence of PART VIII.B.1. with the following:  “EPA established TMDLs can be accessed at: http://www.epa.gov/waters/tmdl/exper_query.html.  Additional information about EPA-established TMDLs can be accessed at http:www.epa.gov/region4/water/tmdl/florida.

Are the requirements of PART VIII.B.3.b. , 3.c., 3.d., 3.e., and 3.f applicable for all TMDLs, including those that are identified as a low priority for the MS4?
