All permittees are reminded of the following long standing requirements associated with successfully completing your Annual Reports that unfortunately continue to not be met.  :

1) In Section VII, Column C ‘Number of Activities Performed’ of the annual report, please:

a. Do not leave Column C blank.  Report “0” if there are no applicable facilities or no activities were performed.

b. If reporting “0” activities, provide an explanation in Column F of why no activities were performed. 
c. Ensure the numbers reported are accurate and correct.

2) In Section VII, Parts III.A.7.c “Illicit Discharges and Improper Disposal – Investigation of Suspected Illicit Discharges and / or Improper Disposal” and III.A.7.e “Illicit Discharges and Improper Disposal – Public Reporting” of the annual report, please provide an explanation in Column F when there are differences in the number of investigations reported in Section VII, Part III.A.7.c and the number of reports received of suspected illicit connections / discharges / dumping in Section VII. Part III.A.7.e.  In addition, please provide an explanation in Column F if any investigations reported were conducted in response to illicit connections / discharges / dumping found from pro-active inspections reported in Part III.A.7.a “Illicit Discharges and Improper Disposal – Inspections, Ordinances, and Enforcement Measures.”
3) In Section VII, Part III.A.8.a “Industrial and High-Risk Runoff – Identification of Priorities and Procedures for Inspections” of the annual report, please report in Column D the name of the record used to determine / verify the TRI facilities or provide a comment in Column F that you have checked the EPA’s TRI list. Please be advised that the following required improvement needs to be implemented immediately and included in your next Annual Report:

1) In Section VII, Part III.A.9.b “Construction Site Runoff – Inspection and Enforcement” of the annual report, please provide an explanation in Column F when the number of construction site inspections are equal to or less than the number of site plan reviews reported in Part III.A.9.a “Construction Site Runoff – Site planning and Non-Structural and Structural Best Management Practices.”  In addition, please report the actual number of construction site inspections performed for stormwater, erosion and sedimentation controls.
City of Belle Glade
Please be advised that the following required improvements need to be implemented immediately and included in your next Annual Report:

1) In Section VII, Per Part III.A.5 "Municipal Waste Treatment, Storage, and Disposal Facilities Not Covered by an NPDES Stormwater Permit" of the annual report, please ensure that you report the Fleet Maintenance Shop located at 2050 South Canal Street and the stormwater site inspections for stormwater-related concerns and appropriate stormwater best management practices, particularly for the waste-related areas, in Section VII, Part III.A.3 and Part III.A.5 in the annual report. 
2) Per Part III.A.7.a “Illicit Discharges and Improper Disposal – Inspections, Ordinances, and Enforcement Measures” of the permit, please begin to perform and document pro-active inspections for suspected illicit connections / discharges / dumping.  The pro-active inspections may include, for example, suspect areas, commercial businesses, or temporary activities (such as special events/fairs) that would not otherwise be inspected during routine maintenance of the MS4 (per Part III.A.1), in response to citizen or staff reports (per Part III.A.7.c), or in association with high risk industrial facilities (per Part III.A.8.a) or construction sites (per Part III.A.9.b).  Regularly scheduled system-wide inspections of the MS4 can be reported as pro-active inspections if the record of the activity clearly indicates that looking for evidence of illicit connections/ discharges/ dumping was part of the system-wide inspection activity.
Note:  This was also a required improvement in the Year 6 and Year 7 Permit Assessments.  Please be advised that your failure to address these requirements in the past is unacceptable and if you do not address them expeditiously it will likely result in compliance and enforcement actions which can include fines of up to $10,000 for each day of violation. In addition, this will be an area of focus in our review of your next AR and audit to assure it has been addressed.

1) Part III.A.3 “Roadways” of the permit, please begin to implement, document, and report trash pick-up events and the amount of litter collected by implementing the adjustment to your Work Order program as described in your response.
