The NPDES permit requires that a monitoring program be approved and implemented in the second year of the phase II NPDES permit.  A monitoring program was developed and implemented by all of the co-permittees within Palm Beach County.  Details of the program are contained in the Joint Annual Report; basically, the program focuses on ambient water quality trends and the monitoring of receiving water bodies and sediment quality.  The monitoring program focuses on the primary canals within Palm Beach County and its major watersheds.  The program will assist in determining the effectiveness of the Municipal Storm Water Management Programs being implemented under the second year of the phase II permit; identifying and prioritizing portions of the MS4 requiring additional controls, and identifying local sources and impacts of specific pollutants.

Palm Beach County MS4 municipal co-permittees are in compliance with the requirements to establish a monitoring program.  The City of Greenacres has entered into an inter-local agreement with the lead co-permittee, Northern Palm Beach County Improvement District, to provide funding for this program.  However, no monitoring is conducted within the City of Greenacres since there are no major canals, landfills, waste transportation fleet maintenance and storage yards or watersheds within the City’s municipal boundaries.

Structural Controls, Inspection and Maintenance

Structural controls are any storm water device used to control storm water flow to meet water quality or flood protection criteria.  These facilities include weirs, bleeders, gates, pump stations, levees, dikes, and retention/detention ponds.  The City of Greenacres Public Works Department routinely inspects these facilities and performs needed maintenance to ensure their proper operation. 

Detention Ponds, Lakes, and Canals

The City of Greenacres has a total of twenty-three five (23) acres of retention ponds and lakes that are inspected annually.  Invasive aquatic vegetation is treated monthly from retention/detention ponds.  Lake banks are mowed routinely and side slopes are inspected for erosion and adequate vegetative cover.  When eroded banks are detected, a work order is initiated to correct the problem.  These include:

Control Structures

A total of seven (7) channel control structures are inspected annually to determine if obstructions are present or if repairs are needed.  One new control structures was added during the fifth year of the phase II NPDES Permit.  These structures are inspected by the Public Works Department, for signs of cracks, corrosion, and erosion and general condition of the structure.  Litter, debris and sediments are removed as needed and disposed of properly.  If corrective measures are warranted, a work order is initiated to correct the problem.

Inspection Reports
The Structural control inspection forms used by the Public Works Department were developed and approved by the Palm Beach County NPDES Steering Committee.  The Public Works Department maintains the structural control inspection forms within the administrative office.  These inspections are transferred from the inspection forms to spreadsheets, for the preparation of the annual report.
