This requirement may be satisfied via cooperative efforts with public or private entities, including establishing a FDEP approved local training team and by providing supporting materials to present the stormwater erosion and control training/outreach program.  Conduct one or more classes each year for public and private personnel involved in the construction or inspection of stormwater, erosion and sediment controls.
