	Provide a brief statement as to the status of monitoring plan implementation: Monitoring program for outfalls and facilities are conducted at least once yearly and recorded on a Access Database form. Canals are inspected monthly by the Canals and Right-of-Way Manager. Pump Station and Operable Gate Structures are inspected once monthly.  Inlets have been inspected on a complaint of poor drainage in post storm events basis. Remedial action for inlets and drainage pipe obstructions are then scheduled for Dive Inspection and proper follow up based on the Dive Reports. The required monitoring program is carried out as joint effort by Palm Beach County co- permittees.

	B.
	Provide a brief discussion of the monitoring results to date: Northern Palm Beach County Improvement District owns and operates 16 pump stations and 46 operable gated structures, all of which are inspected at least once monthly, These structures are operated under permit guidelines established by the South Florida Water Management District with discharge quantities in CFM approved on a per event basis.  No violations to the operation protocols were reported or cited for the reporting period.  Canals are contractually maintained for aquatic vegetation and exotic weed control through an annual contract.  NPBCID Staff, through the Right-of Way Manager inspects the canal system for washouts, sediment loading and illicit spills detection.  NO illict’s were detected during the reporting period. Any Fla. DEP annual herbicide application reports are completed by either the Right-of-Way Manager of Staff Biologist (depending on the area of application and governing oversight responsibility).  ALL DEP reports are current and no citations for improper application were issued by the DEP for the reporting period.  Upland Maintenance and Fresh Water Preserve Areas are manually maintained for removal of invasive exotics with surface application of aquatic herbicides applied within these areas under direction of the Staff Biologist and as outlined in specific contracts administered by NPBCID.  Stormwater Drainage Systems within three (3) Units of Development were inspected with remedial maintenance activities completed or scheduled for completion early in the next reporting period.  Please see the PBC Joint Annual Report for a discussion and update of the monitoring program.
